If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is 
here today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you—
you of little faith? So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we 
drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?

But seek first his kingdom and his 
righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. Therefore do not 
worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough 
trouble of its own. (Matth.6, 24-34)

Choosing love – the love for Christ, is a decision against solipsistic material and 
worldly desires. In simplicity and service to our fellowmen it is possible to find and 
experience true love .By spiritual commitment we are being attached either to God or
to the world. This attachment or relationship decides about the experiences and the 
objectives in our lives.
